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In recent years, Algeria has witnessed a rapid acceleration in the
establishment of Islamic financial institutions, driven by public authorities’ efforts
to leverage Islamic financing tools to support their developmental initiatives and
economic policies. This is evident in the creation of a conducive environment for
the development of the Islamic finance industry through various measures,
notably the provision of a legal framework for Islamic banking operations by
issuing Regulation No. 20-02. Additionally, tax provisions were adopted to ensure
the avoidance of double taxation, subjecting Islamic products to the same
treatment as conventional credit operations, regardless of their contractual
nature. The integration of Islamic banking into Monetary and Banking Law No.
23-09 further underscores these efforts.

In this context, Executive Decree No. 21-81 was issued, specifying the
conditions and modalities for practicing Takaful insurance. This initiative
enabled the emergence of specialized companies and Takaful insurance windows
within the organizational structures of conventional insurance companies.
Moreover, efforts are underway to establish a framework enabling the use of
Islamic bonds (Sukuk) for governmental financing, with plans to issue sovereign
Sukuk or other instruments to diversify financial tools and achieve functional
integration across various Islamic financial institutions.

The non-profit sector has also seen significant advancements, marked by
the establishment of the National Office of Awqaf and Zakat under Executive
Decree No. 21-179. This marks a pivotal step reflecting the governments
commitment to managing waqf (endowment) funds, maximizing their utilization
and investment, mobilizing Zakat revenues, and deploying them into economic

and social development.
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- The Problem

Based on the foregoing, the main issue addressed by this conference can

be articulated in the following question:

How can Islamic financial institutions in Algeria be developed in light of local

experiences and the practices of the global Islamic finance industry?

— Objectives of the Gonference

Highlighting the achievements of Islamic financial institutions in Algeria,
aligning with the governments strategy to integrate the Islamic financial system
into the national banking and financial landscape. It also addresses the unique
features of this system, particularly regarding legislation and technical aspects.
Aligning with the development strategies of the Islamic financial industry in
Algeria, particularly exploring the future of Sukuk issuance and its expected role
in fostering functional integration among profit-oriented Islamic financial
institutions.

Highlighting the significance of advancing the non-profit sector, particularly
Zakat and Wagqf institutions under the National Office for Awqaf and Zakat,
alongside the growth of the non-profit sector.

Capitalizing on global experiences in the Islamic financial industry by using their
accumulated knowledge, practical applications, and technical expertise to drive
the growth and transformation of the Islamic finance sector in Algeria.
Promoting the involvement of researchers and students in supporting Islamic
financial institutions in Algeria by steering their research efforts towards this
field, thereby enhancing achievements, addressing gaps, and improving

performance.

The paper must include abstracts in both Arabic and English following the title,
along with keywords.

Footnotes should be placed at the bottom of the page, while references and
endnotes should be compiled at the end of the paper.
Accepted papers will be published in a book with an international ISBN.
